WHY PARABLES

10 And the disciples came and said to Him, “Why do You speak to them in parables?”

= 11 He answered and said to them, “Because it has been given to you to know the mysteries of
the kingdom of heaven, but to them it has not been given. 2 For whoever has, to him more will
be given, and he will have abundance; but whoever does not have, even what he has will be
taken away from him. 13 Therefore I speak to them in parables, because seeing they do not see,
and hearing they do not hear, nor do they understand. 4 And in them the prophecy of Isaiah is
fulfilled, which says:

= ‘Hearing you will hear and shall not understand,
And seeing you will see and not perceive;
15 For the hearts of this people have grown dull.
Their ears are hard of hearing,
And their eyes they have closed,
Lest they should see with their eyes and hear with their ears,
Lest they should understand with their hearts and turn,
So that I should[®! heal them.'[”]

= 16 But blessed are your eyes for they see, and your ears for they hear; !? for assuredly, I say to
you that many prophets and righteous men desired to see what you see, and did not see it, and

WHY PARABLES

= 31 All these things Jesus spoke to the multitude in parables; and without a parable He did not
speak to them, 3% that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophet, saying:

= “I will open My mouth in parables;
I will utter things kept secret from the foundation of the world.”[“]

26 But when the grain had sprouted and produced a
crop, then the tares also appeared. 2 So the servants of the owner
came and said to him, ‘Sir, did you not sow good seed in your field?

TARES & WHEAT: EXPLAINED

=36 Then Jesus sent the multitude away and went into the house. And His
disciples came to Him, saying, “Explain to us the parable of the tares of
the field.”

=37 He answered and said to them: “He who sows the good seed is the Son
of Man. 38 The field is the world, the good seeds are the sons of the
kingdom, but the tares are the sons of the wicked one. 3% The enemy who
sowed them is the devil, the harvest is the end of the age, and the
reapers are the angels.?? Therefore as the tares are gathered and burned
in the fire, so it will be at the end of this age. ! The Son of Man will send
out His angels, and they will gather out of His kingdom all things that
offend, and those who practice lawlessness, 42 and will cast them into the
furnace of fire.

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MUSTARD SEED

=31 Another parable He put forth to them, saying: “The
kingdom of heaven is like a mustard seed, which a man
took and sowed in his field, 32 which indeed is the least of
all the seeds; but when it is grown 1t is greater than the
herbs and becomes a tree, so that the birds of the air
come and nest in its branches.”

=Average size of plant: 1-2 meters (about 3-6 feet) high,
though under certain conditions it can sometimes grow
to be 3-5 meters (about 10-15 feet) high or more, and
just as wide
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= Who are the birds?




WOMAN & LEAVEN

«33 Another parable He spoke to
them: “The kingdom of heaven is
like leaven, which a woman took
and hid in three measures!c! of
meal till 1t was all leavened.”

DRAGNET

=41 “Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a dragnet that was cast into
the sea and gathered some of every kind, 48 which, when it was full,
they drew to shore; and they sat down and gathered the good into
vessels, but threw the bad away. 4% So it will be at the end of the age.
The angels will come forth, separate the wicked from among the
just, 5% and cast them into the furnace of fire. There will be wailing
and gnashing of teeth.”
